Born in Angers, France, in 1982, Charlotte Bressollette lives and works in Paris.

Her artistic journey spans psychology, performance, and visual art,
shaping a practice rooted in perception and emotion. Working across oil,
pigment, and experimental processes—including revived photosensitive

materials—she creates atmospheric works that balance abstraction and presence.

Her art explores memory, fragility, and the tension between light and shadow.

Rather than depicting landscapes, she evokes inner states—quiet,

introspective, and suspended in time.

Exhibited in Paris and internationally, Bressollette is part

of a contemporary movement redefining materiality and perception.
